Converting a course to ECTS

The credit, what is it and how does it work?

The ECTS is a credit system based on a definition of what constitutes a full-time academic course load, reflecting the quantity of work each course requires of a student in relation to the total quantity of work required to complete a full year of academic study at a particular institution. Credits are assigned to all academic work (lectures, laboratory work, seminars, examinations, private study and theses) that comprises and integral part of the program of study.

Credits are awarded only when the course has been completed and all required examinations have been successfully taken.
1. Decide how many hours the student is in a theory class during the semester.

One credit hour equals 15 hours in class and

One credit hour equals 15 hours of theory, that is  an hour theory a week within 15 weeks.

2. Decide how many hours the student is in practice per semester.
One credit hour equals   X   hours in Practice.

A full-time student would be in 30-32 credits per year or 15-16 per semester.

1 credit hour stands for 15 class hours and 45 self-directed working hours.
