Course Subject Designation and Course Numbers
Step one:  Use four letters to identify the subject area and your department.  Use Armenian Language for designation.  If needed course designation will be converted to another language later.  Internal use is the most important.

Step two:  The designation must be descriptive so everyone will understand the subject/department.
Step three:  We will describe the course in the title.  This is being worked on in other groups.

Examples are provided on the new handout that was interpreted and handed out today.  Throw away the previous handout.

Course Numbering System

Step one:  We will use four numbers  ___ ___ ___ ___ in numbering each course.
Step two:  First number designated the year of the course: first year (1), second year (2), Third year (3) and fourth year (4).
Example  1 X   X  X  is a first year course that first year students take in your specialty.
2  X  X  X  is the second year course for second year students in your speciality. ETC.
Step three:  Second number designates the series of the course.

Step four:  The third number represents the course sequence the student must take in the designated course topic or second number.

Step five:   Last number represents the credit hours the course is worth.  (using the ECTS calculations).
